Welcome to Physical Science!!  This is an excellent course and you will be expected to work hard.  In this course we will cover a wide variety of topics in Physical Science that will be aligned with the state standard course of study. You will succeed in this course if you bring a positive attitude to class each day, stay organized, ask questions, and work hard.  There is a $10 lab fee for this class.
The following information is intended to help you understand my expectations and those of Carson High School.  Please read the following, ask any questions you may have, and share my expectations with your parents. Once you have saved, read, and understood, please sign the slip agreeing that you have done so and shared the document with your parents.
BEGINNING CLASS

A Daily activity will be on the board or overhead when you enter class each day.  Copy this into your notebook and begin the activity immediately without being told or waiting for the bell.  If you are not in the door and quiet by the time the bell rings, you will be considered tardy.  At the sound of the bell the door will be closed and you will have to get a pass to enter class. 

A Participation grade will be given.  This will be mainly for unchecked work done in class, lab participation, class activities, discussions, and kahoots.  Unlike classwork/homework, these are not counted against you if you are not present that day, so you would not need to make it up, but would have fewer grades than other students.  Since this is based on total points though, each of your other grades would be a larger percentage of your grade.  Points will be deducted from these grades for not spending the appropriate amount of time-on-task. Points will also be deducted for not adhering to the classroom rules/procedures if the transgression results in losing any amount of time-on-task (ex – being on a game, phone, or off-task website) or interferes with another students' learning. 
CLASSROOM PROCEDURES AND GUIDELINES

· Raise your hand and wait to be recognized if you would like to participate in the class discussion, ask a question, or answer a question.

· Use the pencil sharpener before class begins.  

· Students shall bring their notebook with paper, pen/pencil, and computer (charged) to class EVERY day.

· Computers will remain in your bag and unopened unless instructed to use it.  Being on a game or website not related to our class when using computers will result in a discipline referral.

· Students will NOT eat anything or have open drinks in the classroom.

· Students are NOT allowed to access any of the cabinets, drawers, shelves, sinks, or gas valves in this classroom without my approval.  There is a safety factor here and a respect factor.

· Cell phones will not be used in class and may be confiscated so parents can pick them up in the front office after school if they are heard/seen during class.  

· Students shall remain in their seats unless specifically authorized by the teacher to move.

· A standard heading of (Name, Period, Date) shall be used in the upper right hand corner on anything submitted (paper or digital)
LATE WORK

· If you are absent it is your responsibility to get your make up work and/or make an appointment to make up a missed assignment.  DO NOT ask for this information at the beginning of class.  You may get notes from a classmate or by stopping by in the morning or after school to see me.  

· Make up work policy:

You will be given five days to make up any missed test, quiz, or laboratory experiment.  After that it is a zero.  Homework assigned prior to your absence will be due the day you return and it is your responsibility to remember to turn it in.  Homework assigned the day of your absence will be due in the time frame given to non-absent students.  Make-up work will not be given during regular classroom time.  It is your responsibility to schedule a time and date to make up any missed work.  If completion of the work is not done within this time frame, you will be given a zero for the work, no exceptions.  

ENDING CLASS

· The teacher will direct the class when it is time to put away supplies.  All desk/work areas must be thoroughly cleaned prior to dismissal.  Pick up trash and throw it away.

· The teacher dismisses the class.  The bell does not dismiss the class.

CONSEQUENCES

If you choose to not follow any of the above procedures, the following consequences will apply:  1st Warning, 2nd Warning, 3rd Conference & Contact parents, 4th  Referral to school administration.  Severe infractions go straight to administration.
GRADING POLICY – (Categories are based on a Total Points System)
· Homework/Classwork - Assigned and checked counts 20%.  If you are in class and do not have your work, you will receive a ZERO for that grade.  If you are absent you will have three days to make-up assignment.  Make sure you check with your friends or me after class.
· Quizzes – 10%  generally given to assess student daily understanding. 

· Tests – 30%   generally given at the end of each unit.  

· Notebook – 10%   Students will need a three ring binder with ample supply of notebook paper. Students will keep notes, handouts, warm-ups and practice assignments, and the notebook will be checked with each unit test.
· Classroom Participation – 10%  Actively involved in activities, labs, discussions, and games.
· Final Exam (NCFE) - 20%
REQUIRED MATERIALS

· 11/2” binder/notebook, paper, pencils, pens, school computer
BATHROOM GUIDELINES

· Go to the bathroom before or after class, they are directly across from our class and you have plenty of time between classes. If it is an emergency I will let you leave, but not repeatedly.  Going to the bathroom does not also include a water break.
SPECIAL EVENTS
