(  Power-bill

· All the power used in your home is measured by an electrical meter
· Wheel spins faster when you’re using more 

 electricity.

Picture of an Electrical meter


· The amount of electrical energy you use depends on the power required by appliances and how long they are used.

Formula

Energy = power x time

E= P x t

Unit of electrical energy is the kilowatt-hour (kwh)

Electrical Power

· Electricity can do work

· Think about an air conditioner or stove
Electrical power ( rate at which electrical energy is 

converted to another form of energy

Electrical power is expressed in watts (W) or kilowatts (KW)

Formula

P  =  I x V
