Energy Involvement in Rxns

1: Exothermic Rxn

-Rnx in which energy is released


Ex:

Any rxn involving burning or combustion

Energy level of products is lower than the energy level of reactants
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2.  Endothermic Rxns

-Rxns in which energy is absorbed (taken in)

Ex :

Decomposition of salt

   -Involves addition of electric energy

*Products are at a higher energy level than reactants
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Activation Energy

Activation energy ( energy required for rxn to take place

All rxns must have some activation energy, however, endothermic rxns acquire much more activation energy than exothermic rxns
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
