Inclined Plane

· Inclined plane is a sloping surface used to raise an object

Ex:

Ramp

· Amount of work done on object is the same whether you lift it straight up or slide it up a ramp.

Remember:

Two parts to work ( force and distance

(  When you lift something straight up,  distance is shorter but force is greater

· Using a ramp causes distance is greater, but force is smaller.
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
